Leyton Orient Supporters Club
Membership of the Supporters Club is offered on the condition that members accept and adhere to the following Rules and abide by any decision of the Management Committee in pursuance thereof.

CLUB RULES (2016)
1.	NAME
	The Club shall be known as the Leyton Orient Supporters Club (hereinafter ‘the Supporters Club’).
2.	OBJECTS
	The Objects of the Supporters Club are:
a)	to assist and further the development of Leyton Orient Football Club
b)	to encourage goodwill and liaison between Leyton Orient Football Club and supporters
c)	to raise funds by organised efforts. The funds so raised to be expended, at the Committee’s discretion, on:
i.	the development of Leyton Orient Football Club
ii.	the provision and improvement of supporter facilities at Leyton Orient Football Club
iii.	the purchase, from time to time, of shares in the capital of Leyton Orient Football Club, such shares to be held through Declaration of Trust solely for the current Supporters Club membership by the presiding Chairman or other designated elected Officer and, upon retirement, by his successor.
iv	donations to registered charities or other organisations sharing objects with the Supporters Club or undertaking activities which, in the opinion of the Committee, are compatible with the objects of the Supporters Club
d)	to create and develop interest in the game of Association Football.


3.	MEMBERSHIP AND SUBSCRIPTIONS
Membership shall be in three categories:
a)	Adults between the ages of 16 and 59 years
b)	Senior citizens aged 60 years and over
c)	Students, unemployed and other categories determined by the Committee
Membership subscriptions may be amended from time to time as determined by the Committee. The membership year shall be from 1 July to 30 June.
4.	MANAGEMENT COMMITTEE
The Supporters Club shall be operated by a Management Committee (‘The Committee’) elected from the club membership. Committee members shall receive no reimbursement for their efforts other than legitimate expenses incurred in pursuance of Club activities. The Committee shall appoint from their number after each Annual General Meeting the following officers:
1.	Chairman
2.	Deputy Chairman
3.	Secretary
4.	Treasurer
5.	Membership Secretary
6.	Social and Commercial Secretary
7.	Travel Secretary
8.	Bar Secretary
and other such officers as determined by the Committee to assist the managing of the Supporters Club.
The Committee shall have the power to co-opt onto the Committee such additional officers from the membership as and when necessary to maintain and strengthen the composition of the Committee for the benefit of the Supporters Club. Such co-opted officers shall not have voting rights until they have been elected at an Annual General Meeting.
Officers shall retire annually but shall be available for re-election at the Annual General Meeting.
5.	CANDIDATES FOR COMMITTEE
	Candidates for Committee must have held Supporters Club membership for at least one year prior to application, shall be aged 18 years or over and undertake to share in the duties of operating the Supporters Club on match days and other occasions. Applications shall be made in writing by the candidate to the Secretary not less than seven days prior to the date of the Annual General Meeting and shall be supported in writing by at least three current members of the Supporters Club.
6.	COMMITTEE MEETINGS
The Committee shall meet not less than 4 times in any one year and on all occasions as decided by the Chairman who shall give at least seven days written (including email) notice of all Committee meetings to all Committee members. All records of members’ attendance and official minutes shall be kept by the Secretary and made available to the Committee at each meeting.
Any 5 elected officers of the Committee shall form a quorum and the Chairman shall have the casting vote when necessary.
7.	DISQUALIFICATION OF A COMMITTEE MEMBER
Any committee member failing to attend meetings regularly (three meetings consecutively) may be required to resign unless apologies have been previously tendered and accepted.
Any Committee member who consistently fails to show active involvement in the operation of the Supporters Club or who behaves in a way considered by the Committee to bring disrepute to the Supporters Club, Leyton Orient Football Club or the game of Association Football shall at the discretion of the Committee be disqualified from Committee membership.
8.	ANNUAL GENERAL MEETING
The accounts of the Supporters Club shall close on June 30th each year and the Annual General Meeting shall be held within 6 months of the said date. A copy of the Annual Report and audited Accounts shall be made available to members attending the Annual General Meeting and to other members on request to the Secretary. Notification of the Annual General Meeting shall be given in the official Matchday Programme of Leyton Orient Football Club, displayed on the Supporters Club premises, and given by written notice to members one month prior to the set date. In this context, written notice may include electronic mail where a member has specifically agreed to use email for official communications from and to the Club.
Election of the Committee at the Annual General Meeting shall be by show of hands or by ballot as determined by the Committee. Three members present shall be required to volunteer as scrutineers in the event of a ballot being held.
9.	SPECIAL GENERAL MEETINGS
Either as a result of a majority vote of the Committee or on his own authority, the Chairman shall when necessary convene through the Secretary, a Special General Meeting of members to discuss specific business of the Supporters Club.
In the event of receiving a written demand from members for a Special General Meeting signed by not less than fifty current members and stating the objective of the demand, a meeting shall be convened within twenty one days of such request. No other business will be considered at the meeting. 
10.	ACCOUNTS
	The Honorary Treasurer shall be responsible for keeping the accounts of the Supporters Club and shall present a financial statement to the Committee at each Committee meeting or on specific request from Committee members. The final accounts shall be audited by an independent qualified accountant, or reviewed and confirmed as correct by a person, independent of the Committee and appointed by the Committee for this purpose, at the close of each financial year and be presented to members at the Annual General Meeting or on request.
11.	ALTERATION OF RULES
The Committee shall have the power to amend, add or rescind any rule of the Supporters Club as they consider necessary for the benefit of members or the promotion of the objects of the Club and shall convene a Special General Meeting of members under the provisions of Rule 9, to seek ratification of such rule amendments.
12.	CONDUCT OF MEMBERS
Any member who shall infringe Club rules, cause nuisance or wilful damage on the premises of the Supporters Club or Leyton Orient Football Club or whose conduct shall be considered to bring disrepute to the Supporters Club, Leyton Orient Football Club or the game of Association Football shall at the discretion of the Chairman or Secretary be suspended or disqualified from membership forthwith. The said member shall have the right to appeal but must do so in writing within seven days of the suspension or disqualification date. The Committee shall consider the appeal and give written notification of its decision.


[bookmark: _GoBack]13.	USE OF CLUBHOUSE
Admission to the clubhouse shall be subject to members carrying a current valid membership card in their own name and producing same on entry or at the request of any Committee officer or any person authorised to act on behalf of the Committee. Failure to comply with this rule will result in admission being refused.
All persons using the clubhouse must observe and comply with current licensing laws.
Intoxicating liquor shall be sold and consumed only during permitted hours.
14.	48 HOUR CLUB LICENCE RULE
No person may become a member or share in the privileges of membership without an interval of at least 48 hours between their application and their admission to membership.
15.	DISSOLUTION OF THE SUPPORTERS CLUB
The Supporters Club shall be dissolved by:
a)	a resolution of the Committee; and
b)	a postal ballot of the total paid up membership following a resolution passed at an Annual General Meeting or at a Special General Meeting called under the provisions of Rule 9 for the purpose of dissolution of the Club. In this event, dissolution of the Club will only take place if 75% of members casting a vote give their vote in favour of dissolution.
In the event of dissolution all funds, assets and property of the Supporters Club, after settlement of outstanding debts, shall forthwith be transferred solely to Leyton Orient Football Club.
